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Program Dates 
 
NSYSU is on the semester system.  Fall 
classes begin in mid-September and end in 
late December.  Spring classes begin in late 
February and end in early June. 
 
 
About the Program 

 
This program is offered with the cooperation 
and assistance of the SMSU Political Science 
Department. Courses will be taken at the 
Graduate Institute of Political Science 

 
A wide range of courses are taught in English.  
The nature of the program is a fully 
accredited curriculum on the graduate level. 
 
 
Lodging 
 
Housing is available in the student dormitory.  
Rooms will be shared by four students and 
each student will be provided with a bed, 
bookshelf, desk, desk lamp, closet, and chair. 
One sink for common use is in the room.  
Students are responsible for their own 
bedding and mattress.  Please note that the 
residence halls are not air-conditioned.  
Additional fees will be charged for staying in 
the dormitories during winter and summer 
vacations. 
 
Food 
Cafeterias in the student dorms offer Chinese 
food. Students can buy lunch boxes in the 
grocery store at a reasonable price. Students 
will find both Chinese and Western-style 
restaurants in the Student Activities Center. 
 
 
Program Fees 
 
Students pay tuition to SMSU. Students 
are responsible for the cost of a passport, 
airfare, National Health insurance, 
computing fees, room and board. Please 
check current budget sheet for specific 
details (available from Political Science).

Application Procedure 

 
1. Complete the SMSU application package. 
2. Attach a nonrefundable check of $100 

payable to SMSU. 
3. Take the completed application to the 

Political Science department for 
processing. 

4. Participants in the program will be 
selected shortly after the application 
deadline.  All applicants will be notified 
of their status at that time. 

 
Awarding of Credit 

 
All credits are awarded by National Sun Yat-
sen University and are fully transferable back 
to SMSU.  Arrangements for  credit 
transfer  should be made with your  
academic advisor , depar tment heads, and 
the Graduate College before leaving 
SMSU.

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VISA Information 
 
Students are responsible for visa costs. You 
will receive formal admission letters and 
should apply at the nearest ROC embassy, 
consulate, or representative agency for entry 
visas to enter Taiwan. Visitor or resident visas 
are issued to students depending on length of 
your study. International students staying in 
Taiwan for less than six months do not need 
to apply for an Alien Resident Certificate. 
With a visitor visa, each student may stay for 
sixty days and apply at the Foreign Affairs 
Division of Kaohsiung Police Headquarters 
for a maximum of two extensions, each for 
sixty days. You may only extend your visa 
until the date printed on your student ID card. 
The applicants shall apply for extension 
within ten days prior to the expiration of a

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About the University 
 
National Sun Yat-sen University (NSYSU) was 
established in Kaohsiung, Taiwan in 1980, named 
in honor of Dr. Sun Yat-sen, the founding father 
of the Republic of China.  With a population of 
over two million, Kaohsiung is the second largest 
city in Taiwan.  The NSYSU campus is located 
next to the Hsitzu Bay, on the most scenic areas in 
all of Taiwan.  NSYSU has been named by the 
Ministry of Education as one of Taiwan’s seven 
major research-intensive universities.  The SMSU 
Political Science Department and the Graduate 
Institute of Political Science at NSYSU signed an 
exchange agreement in January 2005.  Their 
Political Science department only has exchange 
agreements with a small number of other 
institutions—including two prominent universities 
in the People’s Republic of China (Beijing 
University and Fudan University). 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
About Kaohsiung 
Kaohsiung is located in the Southern Park of 
Taiwan.  It is the second largest city in Taiwan, 
and is the island’s largest Industrial center.  
Kaohsiung is an emerging city of modernism and 
is becoming an international metropolis.  The city 
is known for its bustling port along the coast of 
the Philippine Sea, off of the Taiwan Strait.  
Kaohsiung is famed for its beautiful, broad 
waters, favorable climate, and sand bars.  
(NSYSU is located next to Hsitzuwan Beach.)  
One popular coastal area is called the, “Chichin 
Seashore Park”  which hosts a variety of coastal 
activities.  The city abounds with night life and 
the arts, and is also popular for its delicious array 
of seafood.  Mount Shou (or Mount “Longevity” ) 
is a favorite gathering location for both tourists 
and locals.  The mountain overlooks the entire 
city, and is inhabited by the friendly Taiwan 
macaque monkeys.  Kaohsiung also hosts some of 
the country’s oldest temples, open to the public.
